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Scholarships and Financial Aid Opportunities

Merit Scholarship

Incoming freshmen may apply to the Merit Scholars Program. Eligible applicants must complete
an application, take the HSPT, and demonstrate a capacity for scholarship, leadership, and service.
The school awards both Msgr. Irwin Scholarships (50% of annual tuition) and Dominican
Scholarships (25% of annual tuition). Applicants apply at the High School.

Eileen Siemer Schauber Memorial Scholarship
Scholarship available to graduating high school seniors interested in pursuing studies or careers

in health services-related fields. Applicants apply at the High School.

Loyalty Grant
Awarded one time to incoming freshmen who attended SSPP 8th grade. No application needed.
